Need for a predator

A Modern tomato training practices often have less than
16 leaves (or 16 leaf positions) retained on the plant.
This is the minimum required for parasites to have a full
life cycle.

A Predators can feed on all stages of whitefly including
adults, over the entire plant.

A Limited by what we can use in Australia. Nesidiocoris is
an excellent predator, but also will feed on the plant.
